Immigration, racial intermarriage, the fact that many
families of color have been here for generations while others arrived last year, and the
racial integration of some aspects of our society, @medering simple identity politics a
more and more clumsy tool to deal with our ongoing problems.

My work in seminary, where antiracism was foundational to the entire curriculum, and m
work on the Antiracism Commission of our diocese, both lead to my conviction that the
conversation will ot go away, and must not go away until we have actually eradicated
systemic racism from our society. That is the stated purpose of the Antiracism
Commission: to energize the Diocese of Pennsylvania not just to be a tolerant and
accepting church communithut to be an active force for dismantling racism in both
church and society.

All of this was brought home forcefully to me once again by the recent reports of violenc
between AfricarAmerican and AsiaAmerican students in South Philadelphia High
School Not knowing as many details of this situation as | ought, | cannot make any helg
comment other than to say | am not in the least bit surprised that a situation like this
could occur.

Unfortunately, attention must still be paid to the vexing problefirace in the United
States, and | believe attention must particularly be paid by those of us who are the body
Christ. That is why | am thrilled that two Grace Epiphany parishioners have decided to
participate in our diocesan antiracism efforts: VicadSicks recently joined me on the
Antiracism Commission, and Jill Mathis is a member of the related body, the Antiracism

This philanthropic organization serves people all around the world witt gift
heifers, goats, water buffalo, llamas, sheep, chicken, ducks and geesabpitgsand bees so that they have a source of
nutrition and extra income in their own backyard. Offering boxes and coin folders will be available for your Lenten affer,
Take this time of Lent to simplify and reorder your priorities to share witthers who have barely enough for survival. You
fasting need not be a denial, but a way to share. We fill our Easter baskets with eggs, signs of new life, but you have tk
