Advent Reflections

And what rough beast, its hour come round at last,
Slouches towards Bethlehem to be born?
W. B. Yeats, o0The Second

Yeats wrote with a foreboding sense of crisis and doom about the century unfolding before
him. Europe had just endured (barely) its bloodiest war to date, and signs were not very
promising that all would be well in the coming years. Yeats sensed that as yet unnamable
changes to the world order would so completely alter human history and human
consciousness as to rival the change that Jesus Christ brought into the world. He sensed
that the transformation would not be for the better, but would come upon us like a rough
beast. Of course we know in hindsight that he was right: a devastating economic depression
and another global conflict would shake the world to its foundations before the century was
half over. Human brutality and cruelty would be systematically enhanced by technological
innovation. A lower level but still continuous drone of violence dogged us into the second
half of the century, and as we approach the end of the first decade of the new century and
new millennium | wonder what anxieties and fears prey upon us as we face the decades
unfolding before us?

pessimistic moments we may feel
Things fall apart; the centre cannot hold;

Mere anarchy is loosed upon the world,

The bloodimmed tide isdsed, and everywhere

The ceremony of innocence is drowned;

The best lack all conviction, while the worst

Are full of passionate intensity.

Every day it seems that the passionate intensity of religious fundamentalists of all varieties
drowns out the voices of moderation, tolerance, and respect. Every day it seems that the
values of selfishness, greed, violence, and hatred are supported more loudly and openly than
the values of generosity, compassion, mercy, and peace. Every day there are people who
argue passionately that religion and faith are part of the problem and have nothing whatever
to do with the solution.

But unless the season of Advent and Christmas has lost all meaning for us, we who continue
to witness to the vision that began with that first coming, with that humble and divine birth
in Bethlehem, continue also to carry forward the revolution in human history and human
consciousness brought about by the incarnation of God among us. We continue to witness
to the hope for peace. We continue to witness to the desire for compassion and mercy.
We continue to witness to the need for generous and open hearts. We continue to witness
to Godds passionate dream of justice.

The season of Advent is a time of waiting and expectation. Despite all the anxiety and fear

that saturate todayds world, we foll owe
expectation in the hope given to us by

The
recommended donation for Altar Flowers is $40 per
Sunday. The sign-up book offers the possibility for two
parties to split the cost for a given Sunday.

Envelopes with a card for the necessary
information about your commemoration will be inserted in
the service bulletin in the weeks before Christmas and Holy
Week, and will also be available from the office. Please fill

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People ask me how Alex Eldridge and | manage to ride our
bikes some 150 miles from Cherry Hill to Ocean City, N,
and return each fall in the MS150 to raise money for the
Multiple Sclerosis Society.

We ride as members of the Church Mice Bicycle Club,
which exists solely for this ride. We car pool to the start,
ride together or allow the slower member (me), to catch up
at rest stops and stay together in an Ocean City house, the
use of which is donated to our use as a contribution.

Of course South Jersey is nearly flat so there are no
significant hills with the exception of the two bridges over
the inlets to the bay that loom up before us as we are
reaching Ocean City. The worst part regarding them is that
winds are often quite strong, once blowing one of our team
members to the ground!

The MS Society provides great support with 1500
volunteers. Our baggage is transported by truck. There are
five rest stops with snacks, drinks, fruit and friendly
volunteers to serve them. Lunch includes a broiled chicken
sandwich (for seven thousand riders!). There is music at
every rest stop and sometimes dancing. (A special memory
is of Ralph Allen dancing at one.) The route is nearly all on
back roads requiring many turns, each with signs before
announcing it, a volunteer to point the way and warn of
oncoming traffic, police at major intersections, and with
7000 riders some are always in sight so it is hard to

Taking Care of the Property

We are blessed with many members who notice things that need to be repaired or improved on the church property, and
sometimes some of them just quietly take care of it themselves, not expecting recognition or thanks. We are thankful to have
such sharp eyes and willing hands to supplement the efforts of the staff to keep our buildings safe and in good repair.

The Vestry and the Rector believe there should be a more orderly system for making decisions as to what changes are to be
made to the buildings, both the interior and exterior. We therefore ask that parishioners use the following procedure to bring
building matters to the attention of the staff.

(] Please submit all proposals in writing to Fr. Thomas or Lori Sutherland.
. Proposals should include:
o] A clear description of what needs to be done
o] The reason why it needs to be done (for instance, safety, preservation, aesthetic appeal, etc.)
o] The estimated cost of the change, if known
o] How the project wildl be funded: Will the mate

budget is available? Will funding be solicited; is volunteer implementation of the project is possible?

(] No independent action to implement the change should be taken until the staff and, if necessary, the Vestry, has been
able to review the proposal.

. The staff will respond to the proposer of the change as soon as possible to solicit more details and to give a sense of
how the decision will unfold. This procedure will allow the staff to prioritize and schedule repairs and improvements to
fit within larger strategic plans for the property, to allow the Vestry its proper role of oversight when called for, and to
better manage the buildings and grounds budget.
