Core Values and Core Purpose 
We shall not cease from exploration 

And the end of all our exploring 

Will be to arrive where we started 

And know the place for the first time. 

T. S. Eliot, ―Little Gidding,‖ from Four Quartets 
 

At the clergy wellness conference that I recently attended, we discussed a Harvard 

Business Review article entitled ―Building Your Company’s Vision,‖ by James C. Collins 

and Jerry I. Porras (copies are available in Cline).  We used the article’s concepts to 

form personal goals of physical, spiritual, vocational and financial wellness.  But they 

are even more applicable to us as a church as we spend this next period of time 

together in serious and persistent discernment about the questions I continue to pose 

to us all:  What is God calling us to be?  What is God calling us to do? 
 

Collins and Porras describe the first task of creating an organizational vision to be 

discovering the organization’s core ideology, which is made up of two parts: core values 

and core purpose.  An organization’s core ideology ―defines [its] timeless character.  

It’s the glue that holds the enterprise together when everything else is up for grabs.‖   
 

Core values ―are the handful of guiding principles by which a company navigates.‖  

Examples of what a church might declare as its core values are generosity, hospitality, 

avoidance of conflict, decorum, prayer, liturgical innovation, social justice and the 

nurturing of children.  The authors say that ―only a few values can be truly core—that 

is, so fundamental and deeply held that they will change seldom, if ever.‖  They 

suggest a limit of five or six.  To determine whether a value is truly core, we ask 

ourselves if we would hold to it even if circumstances penalize us for doing so.  For 

instance, if holding to a value would cost us our entire endowment or would cause a 

serious decline in membership, would we still hold to that value?  If we could not 

honestly say we would, then the value is not core. 
 

Core purpose is an organization’s reason for being.  It answers the question, ―Why 

are we here?‖  Core purpose is not a list of activities or set of goals nor is it a 

description of what we do.  We could say that ―Grace Epiphany offers Christian 

worship in the Episcopal tradition every Sunday,‖ but that would merely be a 

description of an activity, not a core purpose.  To derive a core purpose from that 

statement we need to ask ―why is that important?‖  The authors suggest asking  

that ―why‖ question five times to get to a deeper understanding of the core purpose 

of an organization. 
 

A core ideology does not express a hope of what we want to become some day.  It 

describes honestly and authentically who we are in the present.  We can’t fake it.

The True Work of a Christian Community 
Over the past year, stewardship at Grace Epiphany has moved in a new direction.  Instead of being a fall appeal for 

financial support, stewardship has become a year-round team effort.

Certainly there will be the clear request 

for financial support as we strive to balance our budget without inappropriate reliance on the endowment, but we are also 

being asked to choose from a number of ministries that will strengthen our community.  
 

Will you serve on a pastoral care team?  Will you serve at the altar as a chalice bearer?  Will you be the face of Grace 

Epiphany greeting Sunday morning worshipers at the door?  Will you share what you know with an adult group? With a 

group of young people? Will you join in Vestry leadership?  
 

If each of us said a joyful ―yes!‖ to just one of these questions, think of what we could accomplish as an act of thanksgiving 

for all that we have.  In the coming weeks, please give prayerful consideration to how you will answer this year’s 

Stewardship appeal.  I believe that with our answers will come great blessings for Grace Epiphany.

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Reunion 
There were twenty-six of us initially and now about a half of 

us are left. Of those, seven gathered in Lancaster at the home 

of a member and reminisced about our time at the Phila-

delphia Divinity School (PDS.)  We talked about our class-

mates who have died, about our classmates who were unable 

to join us and about our professors.  And we prayed for all of 

them and for ourselves.  We told the old stories, shared 

laughs, and sometimes someone managed to tell a story that 

some of us had not heard before. 
 

We also talked about our experiences as priests over the 

years in the various places where we have had responsibilities, 

and about our current experiences in retirement.  We talked 

about our experiences as parents.  And in all of this we were 

kept honest by the presence our wives  -- who had their own 

stories to tell. 
 

PDS was closed a few years after our graduation and merged 

with the seminary in Cambridge, MA.  With it went a way of 

life for although upon graduation we received a second 

bachelors degree it was not so much a graduate school in the 

current sense as a school to train young men (years before 

women were ordained) to be parish priests.  Although PDS 

had a rigorous and challenging academic program, the center 

of our lives was in the beautiful chapel that still stands at the  

 

corner of 42nd and Spruce Streets.  Every day, turning to the 

Prayer Book, we started with Morning Prayer and then the 

Eucharist (sung and with a sermon one day a week) and every 

day we ended with Evening Prayer (sung and with a guest 

preacher on Thursdays.)  Every month we recited the entire 

Psalter during Morning and Evening Prayer.  (See page 585 of 

the Prayer Book for the rubric stating that the first five Psalms 

are to be recited on the first day of the month at Morning 

Prayer, page 580 that Psalms 6,7 and 8 at Evening Prayer, etc.)  
 

At that time it was the beginning of some seminarians being 

married and living off campus but most of us lived the 

communal life of chapel, classes, library, dormitories and  

meals in the refectory.  The whole experience marked us  

and I am grateful.  
 

For some time our class has met every other year, gathering 

for two days at the home of one of our members as our 

school is closed.  Breaking tradition, we will meet at the home 

of a member in Virginia next October because some of the 

members and spouses who live there have serious health 

issues.  It will be the fiftieth year of our ordination.  Please 

pray for the PDS class of 1960.

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Offering the Gift of Yourself 
Elsewhere in this newsletter you will read about stewardship, but we sometimes forget that stewardship is 

about more than money; the common phrase we use is ―time, talent, and treasure.‖  This appeal is for your 

time and talent.  I am calling people to consider serving in one or more of three specific ministries.  If you feel 

called to any of these ministries, please come talk to me. 
 

Vestry: There will be at least two, and possibly three or four openings on the Vestry beginning in January, 2010.  Lay 

leadership is vital to the life of the church, especially as Grace Epiphany faces the challenges that lie ahead and continues 

to recognize and exercise faithful stewardship of the many gifts that have been given to us.  Vestry members normally 

serve a 3-year term, but one seat is for a 2-year term.   
 

Greeting Team:  We have the beginnings of a Greeting Team, whose ministry is to ensure that newcomers to our 

church are made to feel welcome.  This ministry is different from the ministry of the ushers in that it is directed solely 

to newcomers, and calls for more focused time to be spent with them than ushers (who greet and hand out leaflets to 

everyone, and have other duties during the service) are usually able to spend.  I hope that eventually the Greeting Team 

will develop into a full-blown New Members Ministry, but for now we will concentrate on the ministry of greeting. 
 

Pastoral Care Team:  We need a team of people who are willing to visit and call those who are not able to be with 

us on Sundays due to illness, immobility or distance.  The Pastoral Care Team will help to ensure that our parish prayer 

list is up to date, and that Lori and I are kept abreast of the changing condition of our friends in Christ.  This ministry 

will also include bringing the altar flowers to a homebound parishioner, when appropriate.  Eventually the Pastoral Care 

Team will include a smaller team of Eucharistic Visitors who will be trained to take communion to those who cannot be 

with us on Sunday.
