WomenÕs Bible Study

No Ordinary Time
With the celebration of PentecostÑwhich for us at Grace Epiphany should be particularly 
joyfulÑwe enter the long period of the church year known as Òordinary time.Ó  There is not 
another change of liturgical season until Advent in late November.  It is not unusual, what 
with summer vacations and autumn being a great time to travel, that some people think to 
take time off from church as well.  This has certainly been reßected in the historical 
attendance records of Grace Epiphany!  Without the regular punctuation of changing 
liturgical seasons like Epiphany and Lent, without the bursts of energy around the major feast 
days of Christmas and Easter, the ordinary time of the weeks after Pentecost can seem like 
the doldrums of the year.

And yet I invite us all to remember that God and GodÕs time do not follow the rhythms of 
our churchÕs calendar.  All time is GodÕs time, and all time is potentially sacred.  IÕm thinking in 
particular of those who are in the early stages of mourning; those who will change residence 
soon, marking important milestones in their life journeys; those who, having just been 
conÞrmed, wondering what comes next in their relationship with God.  Each person is in a 
threshold moment.  And threshold moments open us up to the sacred.

IÕm thinking of our congregation as it continues to work purposefully toward new patterns of 
Christian living: through an expanded and revitalized Social Justice and Outreach Team; in the 
Foyer Groups initiative; in the development of new friendships with those whoÕve chosen to 
join us during this past spring; in the intentional and steady focus that the Stewardship Team 
has trained on our common life and our Þnances; in the new ideas and initiatives that have 
the potential to bring us into more frequent and more visible contact with our immediate 
community; in the coming of a seminarian to work with us during the coming academic year.  
Grace Epiphany has many thresholds to cross in the months ahead.  And crossing thresholds 
is a sacred movement.

And what of the wider world?  What kind of summer will follow from the ÒArab springÓ?  
What will happen as the tension between extreme wealth and extreme poverty grows ever 
more visible, ever more divisive, both in our nation and in the world?  Will we one day see 
the prolonged economic crisis Þrst made evident in 2008 as the time when economic power 
began a permanent shift from one part of the globe to another?  Where will the jobs of 
tomorrow be (and what will they be?) and whose children will be best prepared to take 
them?  Is it possible that our globalized common life is approaching some sort of threshold, 
and if so, do we not pray that God will be present at the crossing so that we can be moving 
toward, and not away from, the reign of GodÑtoward, and not away from, a world of greater 
peace, justice, and compassion?

Contrary to the seeming example of those who come to church only at Christmas and 
Easter, being a faithful Christian is not a seasonal activity. It requires persistence, discipline, 
and a year-round, 24/7 commitment.  Fortunately the dividends are lavish.  Faced with 
thresholds everywhere we look, we can choose to take a break or we can continue to invest 
with our hearts, our minds, our energy, our faith, and our wills.  The return on investment is 
immeasurable: courage, conÞdence, healing, hope, and love.

Pentecost Elves?Pentecost Elves?
ThereÕs a big festival coming this month in the Christian 
calendar but most people donÕt think much about it. I have a 
friend who calls it the birthday of the Church and most people 
think heÕs referring to Christmas.

He is referring to Pentecost, which arrives this year on June 
12.  It can indeed be thought of as the birthday of the young 
Christian religion.  It comes 50 days after Easter and 10 days 
after the ascension of Jesus.

So far, mass marketers havenÕt Þgured out how to make a buck 
on Pentecost.! There are no catchy Pentecost songs, there are 
no 50 per cent off sales at the mall.  There are no mascots 
equivalent to Santa or the Easter bunny.  Which probably 
explains why there isnÕt a lot of hoopla around this festival.

Just imagine how the disciples must have felt more than 2000 
years ago.  Their leader is led to a horrible, humiliating death. 
Then he appears to! his followers for a time before ascending 
to his Father.  They are left again to ponder their direction and 
sometimes their faith. 

Again I wonder how I would have managed had I been a 
follower of Jesus.  I know I would have been sore tested to 
stand by him during his Passion.! I would have been afraid that 
the authorities in Jerusalem would come for me next.  I know 
I would have run to the comfort of that secluded Upper 
Room, away from the murderous crowds.

And then Jesus appears and my faith (like that of most 
humans) would have been restored.  He is back! We can 
continue the work!  But then heÕs gone again. And it doesnÕt 
look like heÕs coming back any time soon. I would have felt 
doubly betrayed.

But then this miraculous thing occurs.  Suddenly his disciples 
are Þlled with the power to preach -- enthusiastically and with 
great vigor.!  And they can speak in different languages. Now 
that is a miracle.

And as it turns out, the long-promised Holy Spirit is the 
reason for this renewed vigor and boldness.  Because of this 
some 3,000 people were baptized that day.  Because of this, 
the disciples would take their message to far places.  Some 
would meet cruel ends, but the message continues. Millions 
would be baptized and the message of the redemptive nature 
of GodÕs love is alive -- right here at Grace Epiphany in Mount 
Airy.! Which is why Pentecost is rightly ranked with Christmas 
and Easter as one of the most important dates in the church 
year.! We should keep it in our hearts year round and be 
vigorous in our faith.

Year-Round Outreach Project

Advice from earthshare.org:  Millions of gallons of water are 
used in gardens and lawns each year Ñmany of them 
wastefully.

Teshaq school is located about 6 miles from Timbuktu. Turtle- 
Will was introduced to Teshaq School in 2007 when it was 
only a little straw shelter with children learning while sitting in 
the sand, and funded with the very limited resources of  the 
Teshaq Tuareg nomadic community.                      

    The two blocks of classrooms, storeroom and ßagpole  April, 2011
TurtleWill funded the Þrst brick and cement classroom capable 
of holding 45-60 students in November, 2007.  The school 
compound currently consists of four classrooms, a storeroom, 
latrines and a pump well, all funded by TurtleWill.  Teshaq 
started the 2010/11 school year with 145 students in grades 
one through four, with 50 children in Grade One.  There are 
104 boys and 41 girls.

Combatting Reduced Attendance of Girls at 
Teshaq:  We were distressed with the continued low 
attendance of girls at Teshaq as compared to some of our other 
schools.  We know that the lack of latrines is a great deterrent 
to keeping young girls in school who become more modest 
when they reach puberty.  The students at Teshaq are 
particularly vulnerable because the school is in a completely 
open sandy area with no available Òbush coverÓ for privacy.  In 
an effort to prevent further attrition in 2010/11 TurtleWill built 
separate blocks of latrines for boys and girls.  (The boysÕ 6-stall 
latrine is at left.)  The latrines were ready for school opening 
last  November.  This was followed with an educational 
campaign among the parents and students. Seven girls returned.
