Discerning in Tension 
In the Episcopal Church one learns many strange words, and one also learns to use seemingly 

ordinary words in special ways.  A humorous example of the former occurs in the book on 

stewardship that the Stewardship Team is reading together.  The author mocks a òtypical 

Sunday announcementó: òThe ECW will meet in the narthex immediately following the 

postlude, while the vestry has a brief meeting scheduled in the nave, and the vergers and altar 

guild will join the sexton in the sacristy.ó  Yes, our peculiar jargon can certainly put off 

òoutsiders,ó which is perhaps the purpose of peculiar jargon. 
  

Examples of the latterñordinary words used in distinctive waysñabounded in seminary.  The 

two on my mind now are òtensionó and òdiscernment.ó  Studying theologyñdelving more 

deeply into Godõs story as it touches our human storyñgave rise to many contrasting, 

seemingly irreconcilable truths.  A good, all-powerful God who apparently cannot or does not 

prevent evil and suffering would be one example.  Another would be a religion based on the 

commandments to love God and love oneõs neighbor that then fractures into multiple 

denominations that have often acted towards each other in ways that were anything but 

loving.  The operative principle always seemed to be that we thoughtful, spiritual Christians 

were called to òlive in this tension.ó  Had I counted up all the different òtensionsó I was being 

asked to òlive into,ó I might have run screaming into the night.  Ordinary life is tense enough 

without finding exquisite theological riddles to drown us in more òtensions.ó 
  

And I thought I understood the word òdiscernment.ó  I could discern a small gravy stain on my 

dinner companionõs tie, or a sailboat on the horizon, or a hopping robin on the far side of the 

lawn.  But in the spiritual life one is asked to discern a whole other set of experiences.  One 

discerns a call to ordained ministry, of course.  One also discerns the movement of the Holy 

Spirit; or the godly course of action chosen out of a complex moral dilemma; or how to move 

through the major decisions of lifeñgetting married, getting divorced, having children, career 

choices. 
  

Somehow, tension always calls for discernment, and yet discernment always places us in some 

tension.  In the tension between two conflicting values or desires, our feeling that we must 

discern a choice between them can seem overwhelming.  Being in tension is obviously 

uncomfortable, and making a choice, we think, will restore us to comfort.  And when we are 

called into a process of discernment, such as when I was asked to consider ordained ministry, 

or when Grace Epiphany had to discern who you were and what you needed and wanted in a 

new rector, tensions undoubtedly become visible that were not visible before. 
  

Grace Epiphany, the Diocese of Pennsylvania and the Episcopal Church are all in states of 

discernment and some degree of tension.  All three, in times of considerable stressñ

financial and otherwiseñhave to ask the immensely important question I posed in last 

monthõs essay: òWhat is God calling us to do and to be?ó  But rather than give in to the 

usual effects of tensionñconflict, self-justification, judging and demonizing others, creating 

lots of noise or rushing into hasty choicesñwe as people of the Word, people of the Table, 

people of the Spirit, and people of God can perhaps remember to discern our way through 

the tension with quietness, gentleness, openness, patience, confidence, prayer, and self-giving 

love.  After all, the journey is just as important as the arrival.

CREDO Conference 
I will be attending a CREDO conference from October 12-19, 2009 in Richmond, Virginia.  The eight-day conference 

provides participants with the means to find direction and clarity in four component areas: spiritual, physical, vocational 

and financial.  CREDO provides a foundation for participants to embrace wellness and to prayerfully discern the direction 

of their vocation.  
 

CREDO was founded in 1997 as a pilot program funded by The Church Pension Group.  Episcopal clergy, deacons and 

bishops from virtually every diocese in the country have taken advantage of the CREDO benefit.  Participants are selected 

at random from all active clergy with more than one year in the Pension Fund.  The Church Pension Fund pays all but 

$500 of the conference costs.  
 

Approximately 30 clergy will meet in plenary sessions, small groups and private consultations with faculty members.  

Participants also have ample quiet time to reflect on their personal and professional lives.  In the four component areas, 

the work of CREDO gives space for reflection in each personõs personal and professional life:  

Spiritual ð offers a sacred space where each participant can reflect on his or her interior life and relationship  

with God in Christ. 
 

Vocational ð provides opportunities for reflection, discernment, and planning in the professional areas of  

vocation, career and work. 
 

Health ð encourages reflection on physical and emotional health and well-being, stewardship of the body,  

and development of a plan to address the individualõs health needs. 
 

Financial ð explores all aspects of personal financial management and encourages reflection on God-given  

resources and how best to use them in response to Godõs call.  
 

Through this discernment and visioning process and with the help of a faculty team of professionals, each participant  

builds a CREDO Plan ð a personal covenant based on his or her CREDO work and a formal expression of the CREDO 

experience.  The CREDO Plan provides a personal baseline and strategy for effective implementation.

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Reaching Out to Tuareg Children in Timbuktu 
The sales of Chico bags and coffee, along with other fundraising efforts at GE, have made it possible for us to support the salary of a teacher 

at the Teshaq School at the edge of the Sahara desert.  Here are excerpts from a letter to Marie OõNeill, chair of GEõs Outreach Team, and 

some photos and information about the school from Irma Turtle, the founder of TurtleWill, the organization which helps fund schools, 

medical clinics and wells in West Africa.   
 

Once again we are very honored to receive your most recent donation of 

$500 to be used to pay the teacherõs salary at Teshaq School in the 

Timbuktu region of Mali.  This is such an enormous help! I think the entire 

congregation at Grace Epiphany Church will be so pleased to learn that 

Teshaq School is quickly becoming a tiny oasis of education in the desert.  

I have just received the academic results of the school year 2008/09 when 

Grades One and Two were in session. I am very proud to tell you that our 

Teshaq students, who all come from nomadic Tuareg families, did 

extremely well:  Grade One:  29 boys, 20 girls  = 49 students with 44 

passing; Grade Two:  20 boys, 16 girls = 36 students with 33 passing.

TurtleWill Gives Many In Remote Mali Access to Education  

Recognizing the great need for primary schools nearby to enable their children to 

attend school, chiefs of small remote tribal communities in the region of 

Timbuktu, Mali, began to petition their local governmental Departments of 

Education for primary schools in their immediate areas.  Government 

authorization usually meant the provision of a classroom, teachers and school 

materials.  Now, however, the government provides only an official authorization 

to start a òCommunityó school, meaning that the community itself must provide 

all necessary elements including classrooms, teachers, school materials and desks. 
 

This has been an enormous financial hardship for these tribal communities, who        The first Teshaq School was in this straw shelter.  

live at survival level.  Several managed to pull together enough resources to build straw hangars under which the students could 

study. Open hangars are especially dangerous as children are exposed to wind, dust and respiratory infections, as well as 

dangerous scorpions, spiders and snakes. 

 

The History of Teshaq School 

Teshaq Community Primary School is located 5 miles from Timbuktu.  In 2008/09 

there were 90 students from Tuareg nomad families in Grades 1 and 2. Some of 

these children had already begun school in the town of Timbuktu, where learning 

conditions are horrendous.  Not only did they walk 10 miles per day to attend 

school, the classrooms in Timbuktu are hugely overcrowded with often 100 

children per class.  Teshaq School began as a straw shelter.  Today it is a 

compound with two fully equipped brick classrooms, a brick store room and a 

well.  Having successfully graduated students in Grades One and Two, Grade 

Three will start in October, 2009 in a new third classroom.                                    Boys and girls from grades 1 & 2 in their new uniforms.   
 

It is crucial to ensure that girls get an education.  Research shows that as more girls go to 

school and subsequently enter the job force, the population growth rate will decrease.  For 

this reason it is especially important to build dormitories and latrines at our schools.  

Dormitories create a safe and secure environment for young girls who must board at school 

in order to get an education as their parents [who are nomads] live far away.  Latrines are 

crucial to accommodate girlsõ need for privacy and modesty once puberty is reached.  

Research also shows that one of the greatest deterrents to keeping young girls in school is 

the lack of latrines.
